2007 Canadian Visitation Summary

Total person-trips
Total person-trips to NC by Canadian visitors were 946,800, an increase of 8.1% from 2006.

Overnight person-trips
Overnight person-trips to NC by Canadian visitors were 411,400, an increase of 0.7% from 2006.
Overnight Canadian visitors spent over $105 million in NC during 2007.
The majority of overnight Canadian visitors traveled to NC during the 1% (29.9%), 2" quarters (28.7%)
and 3" quarters (26.4%).
Over 75% of Canadian overnight visitors were from Ontario while 15% were from Quebec.
Over four-fifths of person-trips (82.3%) were reported to be vacation related visits.
The majority of Canadian visitors in 2006 traveled by auto (78.1%). Almost one-fifth of them used air
transportation (19.5%). This is down from 24.6% in 2006.

e Over half (51.5%) of the trips were comprised of two-person parties, while 23% had 3-4 persons in the
party.

e  The majority of person-trips were for one night (47.9%). Approximately 25% lasted two - three nights.
17% of the person trips lasted 4-9 nights. The average length of stay for the overnight visitor was 3.9
nights.

e  Forty-five percent of the person trips reported spending $50-$199. Almost thirty percent (26.8%) spent
over $500.

e 57% of person-trips were spent in a hotel/motel only. Just over eleven percent stayed with
friends/relatives

e  Over half (62.6%) of the overnight person-trips were by visitors between the ages of 45 and 74. Just over
fourteen percent were between the ages of 25-44 years of age.

e  The majority of person-trips were adult only (76.7%). Slightly over 15% of person trips included children.
